AND BUSINESS RESEARCH FOR AN URBAN PLANNING ASSISTANCE PROJECT

WHEREAS, the Apache County Board of Supervisors desires to undertake a comprehengsive planning program
to guide the orderly future growth and development of the community, preserve community values, prevent conditions
tending to cause blight, and to promote the general health, safety and welfare of its citizens; and

WHEREAS, the community lacks adequate resources to undertake such a program; and

WHEREAS, Planning Grants under authority of Section 701 of Housing Act of 195L, as amended, are avail-
able to Arizona Board of Regents acting through The University of Arizona Division of Economic and Business Re-
search to assist local govermments in comprehensive planning;
